Evolution of Aggregate Supply to Washington, D.C.
Abstract:  The DC metro area is a classic example of the relationship between aggregate use, availability, transportation methods, adaptive reuse, and government studies to manage preemptive land development vs. aggregate availability. 

In DC, historic supplies came primarily from dredged natural sand and gravel dredged by Smoot S&G from the Potomac River and excavations in upland deposits in the Virginia and Maryland Coastal Plain. There were a number of small hard rock truck quarries, but they generally could not compete in DC with barge-delivered, dredged natural sand and gravel.  In 1972, dredging operations ceased in the Potomac River (owned by Maryland) when Smoot, operating as Potomac Sand and Gravel in DC, lost a far-reaching lawsuit by the Governor of Maryland regarding the 1605 acre Mason Farm/Mattawoman Creek excavation/planned community development in Maryland. Fortuitously, as the DC metropolitan area expanded in the middle 1960’s, and inland sources of natural S&G became preempted or depleted, the hard rock truck quarries on large properties expanded, followed by rail quarry shipments more recently from distant WV and VA locations and via truck haulage from S & G pits along the relatively distant Rappahannock River in Virginia. 

Government geologic agencies attempted to develop mechanisms to manage aggregate resource preemption after the Governor of Maryland lawsuit.  In the 1970-80’s, Kuff and others of the Maryland Geological Survey mapped “Lands for Potential Mineral Resource Development” to improve sustainable use of primarily the aggregate resource. These maps had great promise, but were little used by developers and local government to manage aggregate resources.  In 2002, Robinson and Brown of the USGS analyzed the greater regional issue from a sociocultural perspective, but this study does not seem to be known except by aggregate experts.

TEC provides concise, timely, and accurate petrographic analyses of aggregates, concrete, mortar, tile, stone, and similar construction materials.  Steve was previously the President of Stone Products Consultants, the Aggregate Technologist/Petrographic Laboratory Expert at the Turner-Fairbank Highway Research Center (FHWA), and with Vulcan Materials, Martin Marietta Laboratories, and Genstar Stone Products.  He has a MS in Geology from the South Dakota School of Mines and Technology.  Steve is the past Chairman of AEG-BWH, SME-DC, and NESM.  He is Registered or Certified as a Geologist in Georgia, Maine, Tennessee, Virginia and other states.
